. facilitate the submission and exchange of any additional professional and
technical evidence in advance of the Inquiry; and,

. to encourage those with common cause to consider working together to present
their case.

All members of the public and interested parties are welcome to attend the
pre-inquiry meeting.

Public Inquiry

The Public Inquiry into the Area Plan for the East has been provisionally set to
begin in the week commencing 9th September 2019 and is likely to last in the
region of three weeks. Additional time may be set aside as a contingency if
