Notifications of entries on register etc. 

 
2 (1) As soon as may be (practical) after a building has been entered in the register, or the 

register has been amended by removal of a building from it, the Department shall serve a 
notice on the owner and the occupier of the building stating that it has been entered in or 
removed from the register. 

 
  (2)  The owner or the occupier of, and any other person having an interest in, a building 

which has been entered in the register may apply to the Department to remove the building 
from the register- 

(a) within the prescribed period after service on him of a notice under sub-paragraph (1); 
(b) after the expiration of the prescribed period after the decision of the Department on a 
previous request under subsection in relation to the building.

5. Periods for purpose of Schedule 2 paragraph 2(2) 
(1) The period specified for the purposes of paragraph 2(2)(a) of Schedule 2 to the Act (period 

after notice of registration, within which owner or occupier may request de-registration) is 21 
days. 

 
(2) The period specified for the purposes of paragraph 2(2)(b) of Schedule 2 to the Act (period 

after initial period, during which owner or occupier may not request a de-registration) is 5 years.

Register entry description 
 

History 
 
The K6 (kiosk number six) was designed by Giles Gilbert Scott to commemorate the Silver 
Jubilee of George V. It was consequently sometimes known as the "Jubilee" kiosk. It went into 
production in 1936.  
 
Details 
 
FORM and MATERIALS: Four-sided rectangular box with a domed roof. Painted cast iron 
sections bolted together, standing on a concrete base. Painted timber door. Door and side 
panels are glazed with eight rows of three panes of glass, with a wide central pane. 
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Reason for Registration Decision 
 

Cregneash K6 Telephone Kiosk is recommended for entry into the Protected Buildings Register 
for the following reasons: 
●ARCHITECTURAL INTEREST:  

• The K6 kiosks were designed by Giles Gilbert Scott to commemorate the Silver Jubilee 
of George V, and are examples of an iconic architectural design. 

●HISTORIC INTEREST:  
• The kiosk illustrates important aspects of the island’s social history, being important 

symbols of communication and connectivity in both urban and rural communities on 
the island.
