The type of documents that are most helpful are those that show your arrival in the UK or Isle of Man and your time
spent in the Isle of Man such as:

o Your birth or adoption certificate;

o Birth certificate or adoption certificate of any children you have had in the Isle of Man;

o Letters or documents from government departments such as tax or benefits (if you do not have them we may be
able to check the records for you);

o Letters or documents from your employer or past employer;

o Letters or documents from your doctor or hospital;

o Letters or documents from your school or college;

o Certificates for qualifications obtained in the Isle of Man.
