If you intend to apply for a Maintenance Grant you will need to have a Bank Account. If you 

do not have a Bank Account you should set one up now so your Maintenance Grant can be 

paid on time to you. This Bank Account should be in your name. If Bank statement showing 

your full name, address and bank account details are not supplied before you go to 

University/College then any Maintenance payments to you will be delayed.
